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Re: EASA rulemaking consultation

1. Background

EGAMA was founded in April 2007 as a specific Sectoral Group of the Aerospace and
Defence Industries of Europe Association (ASD Air Transport Commission.). Its
objectives are to gather the positions of the General Aviation Industry. EGAMA
members produce 1200 aircraft per year and employ 38,000 highly skilled personnel ().

2. EASA proposed rulemaking consultation

¢ EGAMA praises the efforts deployed by the European Aviation Safety

Agency (EASA) to offer an additional conference to inform
stakeholders on the state of play of the different Notices of Proposed
Amendment (NPAs) following the extension of responsibilities to
manufacturers (OSCs), air operations, flight crew licensing and third
country operators (IR-OPS). EGAMA is pleased to note that the
Conference will specifically focus on performance based rulemaking and
the proposed approach of using certification specifications and acceptable
means of compliance.

Whilst EGAMA recognises the efforts of the relevant Rulemaking Group
during the last 30 months, and the quality of the results, it also notes
the volume and complexity of the NPAs and the difficulties for EGAMA
Members in responding in a timely manner to the proposed rulemaking.
With regards to General and Business Aviation, EGAMA appraises the
very high degree of accuracy in the identification of the various and
diversified segments of its aviation sector. EGAMA supports EASA efforts
to recognize the specificity of the General and Business Aviation sector.

This is why EGAMA expresses some concern with regards to the NPAs
whose full implications are difficult to determine. Whilst the aerospace
Community and the General & Business Aviation in particular fully
supports EASA “Rulemaking Handbook” publication which should
facilitate the review of NPAs, EGAMA would like to suggest ways and
timing more in line with the Industry sector capacity to cope with
seemingly innocuous changes to the Basic Regulation. Such changes are
in fact calling for a heavy work load when it comes to developing
corresponding Implementing rules. In particular, specific working group
meetings would be highly welcomed to ensure that the goals are
efficiently achieved.
